SECURITY NEWS: 

 
Our school has adopted the “I Love U Guys” Foundation’s Standard Response Protocol (SRP).  
The Standard Response Protocol (SRP) is based on an all-hazards approach as opposed to individual scenarios. SRP 

utilizes clean, common language and five specific actions that can be performed during an incident: Hold, Secure, 

Lockdown, Evacuate, and Shelter.  
 
Today we will highlight the third SRP action: LOCKDOWN. This is the protocol used to secure individual rooms and 

keep students quiet and in place.  
 
LOCKDOWN: “Locks, Lights, Out of sight.” 

 Students should proceed to the nearest classroom and move out of sight of corridor windows. 

 Teachers and staff will lock classroom doors, turn off lights, and stay with students out of sight. Teaching stops 

and everyone should remain still and silent. 

 If students are outside for physical education or recess during the call for LOCKDOWN, recess monitors and staff 

should direct students to the nearest & safest offsite reunification area.
