FAITH CORNER: 

 
A new year is a great time to reflect on how we can grow in faith, serve others, and deepen our walk with Jesus. Just like any 

new habit we try to build into our lives, developing Faith Practices take time and repetition to become godly habits. 
 
Faith Practices are repeated actions that help us: 

 grow in our love for God and our neighbor,  
 listen to the Holy Spirit, and 
 become more like Jesus. 

 
This week we will look for a second time at the Faith Practice of Gratitude.  Gratitude is our response of thankfulness for 

God’s goodness, love, provision, and grace.  Gratitude is the working of the Holy Spirit that makes us wholeheartedly ready to 

live for Jesus. 
 
We can practice Gratitude this week by focusing on these three truths of LOVE:  
 
God is love. - I John 4:16 - And so we know and rely on the love God has for us.  God is love. Whoever lives in love lives in 

God, and God in them. 
God’s love is part of His character.  It is who He is. 
 
God loves me. - John 3:16 - For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall 

not perish but have eternal life.  
God’s love is radical - Jesus died because of God’s love for His creation. 
 
We love others. - John 13:34 - A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one 
another. 
God’s love calls us to LOVE each other. 
 
Turn LOVE into Gratitude by: 
-counting the big and small ways God shows His love to YOU 
-doing something loving for someone
